English is the official language, but Spanish is also widely spoken due to 
the large Hispanic population. You’ll often find bilingual signs and menus.

Tipping is customary in Miami. In restaurants, a tip of 15-20% is common. 
Taxi drivers, hotel staff, and service providers usually expect tips too.

Type A Type B

We have two associated plug types, 
Types A and B. Plug type A is the plug 
which has two flat parallel pins and plug 
type B is the plug which has two flat pa-
rallel pins and a grounding pin.

Free Wi-Fi is available at many cafes, hotels, and even some public 
parks, but having an international data plan or a local SIM card can be 
handy if you need reliable connectivity.

Documents: You'll need a valid passport that's valid for at least six 
months after your stay.

Visas: You may need a visitor visa, also known as a tourist visa, if you're 
traveling for tourism or business. If you need a visa letter, please reach 
out to miamiisp@endeavor.org for assistance. Our team will provide a 
letter to support your travel to the ISP.

Miami is in the Eastern Time Zone (ET)

In Miami the official currency is the US Dollar (USD). Credit cards are 
widely accepted, but it’s good to carry some cash for small purchases or 
tips. Credit cards from any country work throughout Miami (at hotels, 
shops, restaurants, car-rental agencies, tour companies and so on); 
Visa, MasterCard, and American Express are the most widely accepted.



Miami is a melting pot of cultures, particularly with influences from the 
Caribbean and Latin America. Expect to experience a vibrant mix of 
foods and music.

In Miami (and the rest of Florida), the sales tax is a 6% state tax on most 
goods and services, with additional local surtaxes that can vary by 
county. In Miami-Dade County, the total sales tax rate is typically 7% due 
to a 1% county surtax.

Getting around Miami

Some parts of Miami, like South Beach, 
Brickell, and Downtown Miami, are 
very walkable. Walking is a great way 
to explore these areas and avoid par-
king hassles.

Miami's Metrorail is an elevated train 
system that runs north to south, con-
necting key areas like Downtown 
Miami, Brickell, and the Miami Inter-
national Airport (MIA).

Miami offers free trolley services that 
run through various neighborhoods, 
including Coral Gables, Coconut 
Grove, and Miami Beach.

Are widely available in Miami, making it 
easy to get around without a car.

Walking: Metrorail & Metromover

Uber and LyftTrolleys:

The Metromover is free and can help you bypass 
Downtown and Brickell. A single Metrorail trip costs 
$2.25. Visitors may find the Metrorail convenient for 
trips to Coconut Grove, Coral Gables, Vizcaya, or for 
travel to and from Miami International Airport.

Trolley service starts at 6:30am on weekdays and 
Saturdays and runs through 11pm on most routes. 
Service runs from 8am to 8pm on Sundays.

Today, English and Spanish are the most commonly spoken languages in 
Miami, reflecting the city’s vibrant, multicultural makeup. But before Miami 
became the melting pot it is today, its native inhabitants, the Tequesta, 
had their own language and culture.
